Hymn “A Wilderness Wandering People” 

 
Jacqui: Today we begin a new worship series called “The Way.” Making intentional 
journeys has been a ritual of humankind across time and traditions. Inspired by 
passages in the scriptures that talk about the journeys, roads and pathways of life, we 
will make our way together through this time. The popular and poignant movie, The 
Way, about a father’s pilgrimage in honor of his late son on the famed Camino de 
Santiago in France and Spain, accompanies us as our modern-day inspiration to live the 
life we’ve been given to the fullest. 
 
Jesus went on a pilgrimage into the wilderness after his baptism by John in the Jordan 
River. A common practice among spiritual leaders of his day, this was a time to dig deep 
into the humanity of his soul. Along the way he encounters what we all encounter along

Prayers for Getting Out of Our Own Way 
Jacqui: Because this series is about our life journeys, we will take our time of prayer as a 
kind of “pitstop” along the way. We cannot always be moving forward. We have to rest. 
We have to take time to pause in the stillness and reassess and remember to breathe. 
And so during this series, we will begin with a confessional prayer and a time of 
personal reflection and then lift our concerns and joys. Our musicians will help us find 
that stillness with a repeated song throughout the season that can take us deeper into 
the guiding presence of God.
